AP Student Expectations Agreement

You are currently registered to take an AP course for 2012-2013.  Taking an AP course and exam is a collaborative effort between you and the student, your parent/guardian, and the school.  Each party plays a role and must make the commitment to meet the expectations noted below.

The Student agrees to organize his/her time and effort to successfully complete the AP course in which he/she is enrolled.  The student will notify teachers immediately if he/she falls behind in class readings and/or assignments.  The student will be expected to complete assignments, readings and projects outside of class time.  The student is strongly encouraged to take the AP Exam on its scheduled date and time as outlined by the College Board.

The Parent/Guardian agrees to be familiar with and accept the AP course requirements and policies, and to help his/her child organize study time in support of class assignments.  The parent/guardian agrees to purchase required materials and to pay the exam fee as determined by the AP Coordinator.  If the parent/guardian is unable to meet these requirements for financial reasons, they will contact the AP Coordinator immediately.
The School (AP Teacher and AP Coordinator) agrees to provide rigorous instruction and challenging course content as described in the AP Course Description.  The school will provide the student with a copy of the Bulletin for AP Students and Parent and agrees to administer the AP Exam in a fair and secure environment as outlined in the AP Coordinator’s Manual.
· By signing the attached contract I agree to the conditions above.

· I understand that there is a fee for the AP Exam and I agree to pay that fee in full prior to March of the same school year.  Amount is approximately $80-90.  It is also non-refundable.
· I understand that I may be responsible to purchase AP textbooks or a calculator required for the Advanced Placement class(es) enrolled.  Financial assistance is available for those in need.

· A student enrolled in any 2012-2013 Advanced Placement class may NOT drop the class due to our master schedule being built on this information previously.   Students will receive a Withdraw Fail for the course if it is dropped.
· A student enrolled in any AP class will be strongly encouraged to take the exam offered in May 2013.

· A student enrolled in the class will complete all course requirements to the best of his/her ability.

· A student enrolled in the class will complete all the summer assignment prior to the first day of school.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT CONTRACT OF PARTICIPATION

As an Advanced Placement class is a rigorous and demanding class which should not be attempted without serious consideration, the following contract must be read over carefully, signatures obtained and returned to your guidance counselor.

It is very important for a class of this significance to have students who are dedicated to doing their best possible work; if students remain in the class and have no investment in doing well or learning to the best of their ability, the entire class could then suffer.  Serious consideration should be given before enrolling in an Advanced Placement class and especially prior to enrolling in multiple college level classes.  These classes are a major commitment and must be given a high priority when a student schedules his/her time.  Sports, extracurricular activities and jobs should be secondary to the academics.  We recommend a student take no more than 3 AP courses in any semester without parent/teacher/administrator approval in advance.
Please be aware that you may NOT drop the class after enrolling since our master schedule is built on these numbers in the previous spring.  BHS students are strongly encouraged to take the AP exam at the end of the year.

In order to stay enrolled in any AP course, the attached contract between teacher, student, and parent must be signed and returned prior to schedules being finalized.
