Add/Drop day will be held on August 22" in the

SMALL gym. Remember this is your only

opportunity to change Semester one schedules

(semester two schedule changes will be held at the end

of first semester — watch your newsletter for more

information). Add/Drop will be held from 1:00 — 2:00

for incoming 10, 11 and 12" grades. Freshmen will

have an opportunity to change schedules from at the

conclusion of their orientation, at approx. 2:45PM

concluding by 3:00PM. Teachers will be in the small

gym where students will meet with them to get

signatures for adding or dropping a class. A student

must add a class to their schedule prior to dropping a

class. Parent signatures are required on Add/Drop

forms. Forms will be available in the Counseling office

beginning Wednesday, August 17". Students may pick

up a form and get parental permission ahead of time or a

parent must accompany the student to the school. The

line will form outside the EAST doors.

ACT/SAT National Tests

You may check ACT Test dates and register online at
www.act.org, or you may pick up a registration packet in
the counseling office. For information about SAT Test

We encourage all students to take their college entrance
exams (ACT, ACT Plus Writing, SAT, SAT Subject Tests)
more than one time in order to get their best results and
open doors for college entrance and scholarship
opportunities.

PSAT®/NMSQT

What is it? The PSAT®/NMSQT is a co-sponsored
program by the college Board and National Merit
Scholarship Corporation. PSAT®/NMSQT stands for
Preliminary SAT/National Merit Scholarship Qualifying
Test. It’s a standardized test that provides firsthand
practice for the SAT Reasoning Test™. It also gives
JUNIORS a chance to enter National Merit Scholarship
Corporation (NMSC) scholarship programs. Of the 1.3
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million entrants, some 50,000 with the highest
PSAT®/NMSQT Selection Index scores (verbal + math
+ writing skills scores) will qualify for recognition in the
National Merit® Schlarship Program. The
PSAT®/NMSQT measures: critical reading skills, math
problem-solving skills, and writing skills. You can get
more information on the PSAT®/NMSQT at
www.collegeboard.com.
Registration for the PSAT®/NMSQT:
Who: Juniors (only juniors can qualify for the
National Merit Scholarships)
Sophomores (this is a great practice
opportunity)
Registration: Register in the Counseling office by
September 28™
Test Date: Wednesday, October 12" at 8:00AM at BHS
*Please note that the SAT is not for everyone. Many
public 4-year colleges and universities accept, and prefer
the Act. Check admissions requirement for the schools
that you are interested in applying to determine if your
student should make efforts to prepare for the SAT or
the ACT.

ASVAB Test

The Department of Defense Armed Services Vocational
Aptitude Battery is tentatively scheduled to be given at
BHS at 1:30PM on Wednesday, October 26™. This test
is required for all students who plan to enter the military,
and is also a great tool for any student in regard to career
planning and preparation for the ACT and SAT. Juniors
and seniors must register to take this free test in the
counseling office by October 8".

NCAA Clearinghouse

Any student who is interested in participating in
Division 1 or 1l athletics in college NEEDS to register
with NCAA during their junior year. Any seniors who
have not yet done so should begin the process
immediately to ensure that they will meet eligibility
standards. You may visit www.ncaaclearinghouse.net to
register. Please make an appointment in the counseling
office if you are planning to register.

Honors Diploma
The following are Honors Diploma requirements to be
met by students graduating in 2012 and 2013:

1. Minimum of 28 credits.

2. Will achieve a cum GPA of 3.7 or higher.

3. Complete 30 hours of volunteer service, and 30
hours of school sponsored sports/activities or
paid/non-paid (STC) work experience (minimum
60 hours total).

4. Complete necessary coursework requirements
and general requirements as follows:

4.0 English credits, 4.0 Math credits, 3.0
Social Studies credits, 3.0 Science credits,

2.0 Word Language credits, 2.0 Additional
Core Electives, 10.0 Additional Electives,

3.0 high school credits in AP and/or college
courses.

Note to Seniors: Your student should have met with
his/her counselor in the Fall of their junior year and
began paperwork, then again in March to be sure they
are on track The counselors will review paperwork
with qualifying students during Senior Interviews. If
your student plans to meet the 2011-12 requirements and
has NOT met with his/her counselor, please be sure to
have your student inform his/her counselor during
Senior Interviews.

Note to Juniors: Counselors will be meeting with
Juniors in November who have a cum 3.5 or above.
Any junior who would like to attempt to receive an
Honors Diploma, but does not currently have a 3.5 cum
GPA or higher is invited to schedule an appointment
with their counselor during the week of Nov. 7. These
students will be given an informative brochure and
Honors Diploma packet at that time.

SENIOR INFORMATION

College Applications and Transcripts: When seniors
fill out college applications, they will almost always
have to pay a nonrefundable fee when the application is
submitted. Charges usually range from $10 to $60. Be
aware that most schools now prefer students complete
the online application. Students should carefully check
application deadlines and plan to have applications
turned in by November 1%, Please note that the more
competitive colleges might have earlier application
deadlines. Students should have all parts of their
completed application arrive at their college’s
admissions office a minimum of two weeks prior to the
deadline. Itis advisable for students to contact the
Admissions Office to confirm that their application is
complete. Seniors will be instructed how to request an
official transcript through Naviance for their college
applications during their senior interviews. Each senior
gets one official transcript sent out with no charge; and
there is a $2 charge for each subsequent transcript sent.
The office keeps track of transcripts sent and will inform
students of their total during checkout in May. Dee
Lindstrom, registrar, will send transcripts out every
Friday or the last working day of the school week.
Please make your requests through Naviance a
minimum of two days prior to mail day for that week to
meet application and scholarship deadlines.

Senior Interviews — All seniors will attend a senior
assessment in August where they will be given their
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senior folders full of important information. Counselors
will be conducting individual senior interviews in
September. Seniors will need to bring the Sr. folders
with them to their scheduled interview. Individual
interview times will be provided in the folder. Please use
that as your pass from class to the counseling office.
Also needed for a student’s senior interview is the
completed (with parent signature) Senior Interview
Form. It is always helpful if you talk to your senior
about college and/or career plans and goals prior to this
time. During their senior interview, each senior will
register for their COF & FAFSA pin number, plus learn
how to make use of our Naviance computer program,
our scholarship bulletin board and futures center.
